The length of the Hungarian and English summaries should match each other, the maximum number of characters is 1000. A maximum of five keywords can be entered after the Hungarian and English summaries, and please include the JEL code as well.

The results (literature synthesis, model analysis, SPS evaluation on datasets, correlation studies, any of these) and conclusions must be written separately and clearly. The argument should be related to the latest relevant knowledge, as well as to the findings from which the authors drew their conclusions. The novelty of the results should clearly stand out. The methods, results, and conclusions should be given appropriate subheadings.
